LS2

been learning about the names and properties of many different shapes and using their number
skills to find the missing angles on triangles, quadrilaterals and on a line. We are finishing off our
geometry topic by looking at the shape used in Kandinsky’s paintings and using his style to create
our own pictures incorporating all the knowledge we have learnt.

Art in Lower Secondary

During Summer 1, students have been learning about the work of Piet Mondrian. Students learnt
about his use of line, colour and space and how he tried to create the perfect balance in his work.

To create their own 3D Mondrian inspired sculptures students measured and cut a number of
different squares and rectangles on thick card and then cut painted them in the three primary
colours. Students then used ice cream sticks and painted them black to create their lines. To
construct the sculpture students used small blocks of balsa wood to make different levels in their
work. Students experimented with space, line and colour by arranging their rectangles in different
arrangements. When the right balance was achieved students glued it all into position with PVA

Art in Upper Secondary

Students in Upper Secondary have been incorporating literacy into their drawing activities by
using the book “Rhymes with Drawing” by Adam Wallace.

The programme takes students on a small adventure using rhyming words as their prompt for
drawing an animal. Students are encouraged to guess the rhyming words to progress to the next
part of the drawing.

Students make their drawings their own by trying out different expressions on their animals by
altering their facial features like the eyebrows and their mouth.

Food
Technology

In Food Technology,
the children have
been looking at a
variety of dishes.
Lower Secondary
have been looking
at the theme of
‘Make it, Bake it’
and have been
making dishes that
can be baked in the
oven. They have
made Vegetable Pasta Bake, Scones, Puff Pastry Vegetable Tart and Mince Pies.

Upper Secondary have been making a variety of dishes and have included Cheese, Spinach &
Herb Muffins, Vegetable Samosas and Turkey Burgers.



Music

LS1 and LS6 have been learning about Rounds and Canons in music. They have composed
their own round and then used GarageBand to record it and construct a 4-part round. Pupils
have also added a drum track and bass track and then mixed their final project.

LS2, LS3 and LS4 have been learning about Dance Music. They have used GarageBand to
produce a new Dance track using elements from a well-known track as inspiration. Pupils have
composed and recorded different riffs, a bass part and programmed a drum beat, which have
then been edited. Pupils have also imported audio samples and edited them to create a new
sample. These different parts have then all been arranged and mixed to produce a final track.

LS5 and US5 have studied minimalism. They have found out about the origins of the music and
the thinking behind it. Following this, they analysed some of Steve Reich’s music and used this
as model to compose their own minimalist music using rhythmic displacement and additive
techniques. There were then programmed into GarageBand.

US4 and US6 have been writing their leavers rap. Pupils have found out about the main
characteristics of rap music and its origins, listening to different styles and artists. They have then
reflected on their time at MKS and written lyrics about different memories and experiences
they’'ve had. These have then been recorded and used to produce an original rap track
incorporating some of the main features of the genre.

US1 are completing a Music Appraisal unit. This has comprised of analysing a range of music
from different genres and identifying the musical features and elements used in each
example. This has included use of tempo, dynamics, texture, timbre, structure and general
features of the genre.
